I know:

• Some children had jobs like chimney sweeping.

Year 1 - Seasons
I can:
• Describe how the weather, plants, animals and the clothes worn change from winter to spring;
• Begin to record my findings with labelled diagrams;
• Observe and identify signs of spring and summer;
• Use data to compare the number of daylight hours between seasons;
• Ask questions and use observations or research to answer enquiry questions;
• Make observations about the weather and compare this between seasons.

Year 2 – Biodiversity 
I can:
•  Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including microhabitats. 
• Describe the basic needs of animals, including humans, for survival and what factors influence this, such as their habitats. 
• Describe how different types of animals and plants in a habitat depend on each other. 
• Understand the idea of a simple food chain. 
• Describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy. 
• Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different types of animals and plants.
